Executive Team. 
 
David is also a non-executive Director on the Steering Board of the UK IP Office and 
has sat on many professional committees, including Chair of the IP Policy Committee 
of European Federation of Pharmaceutical Industries and Associations (EFPIA) and 
the Association of the British Pharmaceutical Industry (ABPI). He has also been 
President of Interpat (the international organisation of the heads of IP departments of 
the top 30 pharmaceutical companies worldwide) and a Board member of EFPIA and 
the Intellectual Property Institute. 
 
In 2005, David was named among the top 50 most influential people in IP worldwide 
in the July/August issue of Managing Intellectual Property. In 2006, following a global 
review by the international recruitment agency Egon Zehnder, David was found to be 
one of the most admired IP leaders in the pharmaceutical industry. 
  
David has a BSc (Hons) degree in chemistry from the University of Liverpool and an 
LLB (Hons) from the University of London and is a UK Chartered Patent Attorney and 
a European Patent Attorney.
